2 OPERATING CONDITION

The control panel is 100% lit up for 3 sec-
onds, which operates exactly as per the
setting (mode and temperature) before
the poweroff. The system will be auto-
matically locked 25 seconds after the last
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button operation. After locking, the light of
the panel would be out 30 seconds after
the last button operation.

b. Both preset temperatures of fridge
compartemnt and freezer compartment
would be shown on the display.

3.3 MODE

By touching this button consecutively, the
operation mode of the refrigerator will
change in a circle of “ECO Mode-Holi-
day Mode-Super Mode-User Defined
Mode. A 5-second flashing means the
selection of temperature is settled.

4. ECO MODE

Press MODE bottom to choose ECO
mode. After 5 seconds of flash, ECO
icon will keep bright and ECO mode
is confirmed.

In ECO mode, the refrigerator will au-
tomatically set temperature of fridge
compartment at 5°C, as temperature of
freezer compartment at -18°C. Except
MODE button, other buttons will not re-
sponse any press.

Press MODE button to exit ECO mode.

5. SUPER MODE

Press MODE button to select Super
mode. And it will be confirmed after
5 seconds of flash of Super icon.

In Super mode, “FREEZER” button will
not response any press. To exit Su-
per mode,

- Adjust mode by MODE button,

- Or after 50 hours of Super mode, the
refrigerator will automatically stop it and
enter to previous setting.

CRISPER

STORING FROZEN FOOD

When first starting-up or after a period
out of use.

HINTS FOR FREEZING

To help you make the most of the freez-
ing process, here are some impor-
tant hints:

e the maximum quantity of food which
can be frozen in 24 hrs. is shown on the
rating plate;

e the freezing process takes 24 hours.
No further food to be frozen should be
added during this period;

e only freeze top quality, fresh and thor-
oughly cleaned, foodstuffs;

e prepare food in small portions to ena-
ble it to be rapidly and completely frozen
and to make it possible subsequently to
thaw only the quantity required;

e wrap up the food in aluminium foil or
polythene and make sure that the pack-
ages are airtight;

e do not allow fresh, unfrozen food
to touch food which is already frozen,
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thus avoiding a rise in temperature of
the latter;

e lean foods store better and longer
than fatty ones; salt reduces the stor-
age life of food;

e water ices, if consumed immediate-
ly after removal from the freezer com-
partment, can possibly cause the skin
to be freeze burnt;

e it is advisable to show the freezing
in date on each individual pack to ena-
ble you removal from the freezer com-
partment, can possibly cause the skin
to be freeze burnt;

e tis advisable to show the freezing in
date on each individual pack to enable
you to keep tab of the storage.

HINTS FOR STORAGE OF FROZEN
FOOD

To obtain the best performance from this
appliance, you should:

e make sure that the commercially fro-
zen foodstuffs were adequately stored
by the retailer;

e be sure that frozen foodstuffs are
transferred from the food store to the
freezer in the shortest possible time;

e not open the door frequently or leave
it open longer than absolutely necessary.
Once defrosted, food deteriorates rap-
idly and cannot be refrozen.

Do not exceed the storage period indi-
cated by the food manufacture.

HINTS FOR FRESH FOOD
REFRIGERATION
To obtain the best performance:

Do not store warm food or evaporating
liquids in the refrigerator

Do cover or wrap the food, particularly
if it has a strong flavour

HINTS FOR REFRIGERATION

MAKE (ALL TYPES): wrap in polythene
bags and place on the glass shelves
above the vegetable drawer.

For safety, store in this way only one or
two days at the most.

COOKED FOODS, COLD DISHES,
ETC...: these should be covered and
may be placed on any shelf.

CLEANING

For hygienic reasons the appliance in-
terior, including interior accessories,
should be cleaned regularly
CAUTION! The appliance may
not be connected to the mains
during cleaning. Danger of electrical
shock! Before cleaning switch the ap-
pliance off and remove the plug from
the mains, or switch off or turn out the
circuit breaker or fuse. Never clean the
appliance with a steam cleaner. Mois-
ture could accumulate in electrical com-
ponents, danger of electrical shock! Hot
vapors can lead to the damage of plas-
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tic parts. The appliance must be dry be-
fore it is placed back into service.
IMPORTANT! Ethereal oils and organ-
ic solvents can attack plastic parts, e.g.
lemon juice or the juice form orange
peel, butyric acid, cleanser that con-
tain acetic acid.

Store them in a cool place, well covered.
e Switch the appliance off and remove
the plug from the mains, or switch off or
turn out the circuit breaker of fuse.

water. After cleaning wipe with fresh wa-
ter and rub dry.

e After everything is dry place appli-
ance back into service.
